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A royal offering of Anubis who is upon his mountain and in the place of embalming, lord of the
Sacred Land, in all his beautiful places, (giving) an invocation offering of bread and beer to the

seal-bearer of Lower Egypt,? sole friend/courtier (of the king),
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overseer of the prison Meri-Maat,
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possessor of honor who does what his lord praises every day.
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His wife, his beloved, the king’s unique concubine, Dedui.
